School Uniform

P.E. kits and water bottles.

Please remember, trainers are not school uniform — black shoes only.

Nearly New Uniforms

Please also be aware that we always keep a supply of nearly new uniforms throughout the
year for anyone who may need them.

Hot Dinners/Packed Lunch

Can | remind you that your child will need to stay with their chosen option of hot dinners, or
packed lunch until at least the half term when they will be able to swap if they wish.

Children in reception — year 2 are entitled to universal free school meals. For children in years
3-6 the price of a school dinner is £1.80 per day, £9 per week payable in advance on Mondays.

Please put dinner money in an envelope with your child’s name clearly marked with your child,
who will pass it to their teacher.

Book Bags

Book bags are priced at £3.50 and if your child requires a new book bag, the money is to be
sent in a sealed labelled envelope with your child, who will pass it to their teacher.

HAST forms — Your child’s curriculum

Teachers will send out their HAST forms (Home and School Together) to keep you informed
about the curriculum which your child will be covering this term.

Reading books need to be in school every day and will be changed throughout the week.
Please support your child by ensuring that they read every night and complete their
homework.
